Do encourage discussion, even in smaller groups.

Do encourage the exchange of ideas and much discussion. Find out
what they are thinking.

Do provide activities to encourage group problem solving.

Do expose your students to moral reasoning and Biblical values.
Do be a powerful positive role model.

Don’t discourage “big” questions.

Don'’t lecture exclusively.

Don’t assume all students know what is important.

Don’t rely on seatwork for the entire class period.

Don’t do all the talking and expect the students to only listen.
Don’t give students the answers. Help them to discover them for

themselves. “Give me a fish and | eat for today. Teach me to fish and |

eat for a lifetime.”

Don’t hesitate to challenge students to think about their own moral
beliefs.

Don't dictate to students how to apply what they have learned.
Don’t underestimate the impact you are having on your students.

C. Specmc Suggestions:
1. Be sure to explain difficult words and customs.
2. Memorize Bible verses.
3. Study background materials.
4. Maps can be helpful.
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. Stress the Bible as the inspired Word of God.

Bible aids (Bible dictionaries, concordances, etc.) can be used.

. Book reports can be made on Bible stories.

Be sure to relate Bible verses and lessons to problems of children. Judge
current events and community news in the light of Bible principles.
Raise questions and require that answers be given by reference to verses.
