ANNULMENT vs. DIVORCE

m If one party did not intend
to keep the vows
m If one part was not
baptized at the time of the
marriage.
However, The Bible does neither
teaches nor sanctions annulment
in the Law of Christ

m The leniency for divorce in
the OT was removed in the
NT. Matthew 19:3-9

m The only Scriptural grounds
for a divorce now is for
sexual unfaithfulness.
Matthew 19:9

m When people who are
unscripturally divorced enter
another marriage, they are
committing adultery.
Matthew 19:9

m States permit a composite of
some 45 grounds for divorce
... God still allows only ONE
... Adultery! Matthew 19:9
